Homework

Children in Year 4 should spend a set time each day completing homework
to ensure good routine. This should include:
e Completing the weekly literacy and numeracy tasks which will be set on
Thursday and are to be returned the following Monday.

 Learning weekly spellings which will be set on a Thursday and tested
the following Wednesday.
 Learning times tables to 12 x 12.

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Literacy

As writers, we will be focusing on narratives
and non-chronological report genres of writing.
We will use the study of texts to develop and
widen vocabulary and knowledge of year group
spelling and grammar expectations. We will be
linking our report writing to our Ancient Greek
topic.

Maths

As mathematicians, we will look at place value
and the four calculations. We will use
partitioning to help add and subtract three digit
numbers. We will continue to develop the
mental strategies we use to solve number
problems and apply these in a range of
contexts such as measure, money and time.
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As scientists, we will be exploring the solar
system. We will begin the term by looking at the
big bang and finding out what we already know
about the universe. We will research different
ways that we know about space and famous
scientists that have influenced research. We will
end the term by planning our own experiments.
