We will be learning fo:

We will be learning to:
 Say a sound for each letter in the alphabet and
at least 10 digraphs.
» Read aloud simple sentences and books
including some common exception words.
o Form lower case and capital letters correctly.
» Write short sentences with a capital letter and

full stop.

We will be learning to:

 Explore and represent patterns within numbers
up to 10, including evens and odds, double
facts and how quantities can be distributed
equally.

 Select, rotate and manipulate shapes to
develop spatial reasoning skills.

o Use the first, then, now structure to create
mathematical stories in meaningful contexts.

We will be learning to:
» Hold a pencil effectively in preparation for fluent

writing — using the tripod grip in almost all cases.

We will be learning to:

» Know some similarities and differences between the
natural world around us and contrasting environments.

o Know some similarities and differences between things
in the past and now.

e Know some similarities and differences between
different religious and cultural communities in this
country.

We will be learning to:

« Invent, adapt and recount narratives and stories
with peers and our teacher.

 Perform songs, rhymes, poems and stories with
others, and — when appropriate — try to move in
time with music.

 Safely use and explore a variety of materials,
tools and techniques, experimenting with colour,
design, texture, form and function.
